
Celebrate St. Patrick’s Day in Dublin, Ireland 2011

March 13: Fly Denver to Shannon Airport in Western Ireland

March 14: Arrive Shannon and view the Cliffs of Moher and transfer to the Killarney Lakes Hotel. Stay Killarney

March 15: View the Ring of Kerry on your way to Blarney Castle.  Kiss the Blarney Stone and shop at the Blarney Woolen Mills-Ireland’s Mecca for shopping; transfer to Dublin. Stay Bewleys Hotel in Leopardstown. The Hotel is located in the heart of Dublin.

March 16: Tour Dublin and visit Trinity College and The Book of Kells.

Choose from the following sites and visit on your own:

St. Patrick’s Cathedral: Where Jonathan Swift is buried and the original score of Handel’s Messiah is displayed.

Dublin Castle, Christ Church and its catacombs and the Dubliana Display which chronicles the history of Dublin, Guinness Storehouse and Brewery, Jamison Distillery and Tasting Tour or Kilmainham Gaol 

where many Irish Patriots were incarcerated after the Easter Rebellion.

March 17: Celebrate St. Patrick’s Day with “The Parade” through Dublin and the accompanying festivities and street fair.

March 18 and 19: Visit some of Dublin’s most important cultural attractions: The Dublin Writer’s Museum, The National Gallery,  National Museum of Archaeology and History or attend performances at the Gate and Abbey Theaters.  Specialized tours including: the Dublin Pub Tour and Viking Ireland are available through the Visitor’s Office. You may also take a day trip by bus to Newgrange  Passage Grave built around 3200 BC  in County Meath or Powerscourt and Glendalough in County Wicklow.

March 20: Return to Denver from Dublin
